Resolution Number 2018-7 was presented as follows:

RESOLUTION NO. _2018-7

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GRAYSVILLE, AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF
NATURAL GAS FROM THE SOUTHEAST ALABAMA GAS SUPPLY DISTRICT; APPROVING
THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF A GAS SUPPLY AGREEMENT RELATING TO SAID
PURCHASE; AND CONSENTING TO THE ASSIGNMENT OF CERTAIN OBLIGATIONS
UNDER THE GAS SUPPLY AGREEMENT IN CONNECTION WITH THE ISSUANCE OF BONDS
BY THE SOUTHEAST ALABAMA GAS SUPPLY DISTRICT
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WHEREAS, The Southeast Alabama Gas Supply District is an Alabama gas district, a
public corporation organized by actions of its member municipalities pursuant to the provisions
of the Alabama Gas Districts Act, § 11-50-390 et seq., Alabama Code (1975) (“SGS”) and;

WHEREAS, SGS was formed, among other reasons, to acquire secure, reliable and adequate
long-term supplies of gas for resale to The Southeast Alabama Gas District and to other governmentally
owned wholesale customers for ultimate delivery to the residential, commercial, institutional, and
industrial consumers in their areas of service and for the generation of electricity by municipal electric
generators for the sale of electricity to their retail electricity customers in their areas of service, both
inside and outside the State of Alabama, and to achieve cost savings, economies of scale and reliability
of supply; and

WHEREAS, SGS has planned and developed a project to acquire long-term gas supplies from
Morgan Stanley Capital Group Inc., a Delaware corporation (“MSCG”), pursuant to a Prepaid Natural Gas
Sales Agreement, and will sell the gas purchased from MSCG to public gas distribution systems,
municipal gas and electric utilities, and joint action agencies serving public gas distribution systems (the
“Project Participants”), so as to bring the benefits of secure, reliable and economical gas supplies to the
Project Participants and the citizens, inhabitants, and customers they serve; and

WHEREAS, the City of Graysville (“Participant”) has been afforded an opportunity to participate
in SGS’s gas supply project as a Project Participant; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Graysville (the “Governing Body”) has determined that
it is in the best interest of its natural gas distribution system and the customers it serves that Participant
purchase a portion of its annual natural gas requirements from SGS as a participant in the gas supply

project being developed by SGS pursuant to a Gas Supply Agreement to be entered into by SGS and
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Participant, more fully described herein (the “Supply Agreement”), the form of which, in substantially
final form, is attached to this Resolution; and

WHEREAS, for the purpose of providing funds to purchase long-term gas supplies for resale to
the Project Participants, it will be necessary for SGS to issue and sell one or more series of Bonds
(capitalized terms used herein have the meanings provided in the Supply Agreement) and to pledge to
the payment of principal and interest on the Bonds certain assets of SGS, including the Supply
Agreement between SGS and Participant; and

WHEREAS, Participant shall have no obligation or liability with respect to the payment of the
Bonds, and Participant’s only obligations relating to SGS’s gas program described herein shall be as set
forth in the Supply Agreement; and

WHEREAS, in order to authorize the purchase of natural gas from SGS and the execution of the
Supply Agreement, to consent to the assignment of the Supply Agreement to secure the Bonds, and to
authorize the taking of such other necessary and appropriate action in furtherance of the above
described program, the Governing Body adopts this resolution.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of Participant as follows:

1. Participant shall purchase from SGS on each day in each month for the term of the
Supply Agreement such portion of Participant’s natural gas requirements as the Authorized Officer (as
defined below) shall determine, in consultation with the Governing Body, and set forth in the Supply
Agreement, pursuant to and substantially in accordance with the terms of the Supply Agreement as
submitted to the Governing Body at this meeting and attached to this Resolution, and which is approved
pursuant to Paragraph 2 herein, and the officers, employees and agents of Participant are hereby
authorized and directed to take such actions and do all things necessary to cause the purchase of said
gas to take place, including the payment of all amounts required to be paid in order to purchase the gas

in accordance with the Supply Agreement.
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2. The Supply Agreement shall be in substantially the form submitted, which is hereby
approved, with such completions, omissions, insertions, and changes as may be approved by the officers
executing said Agreement, their execution to constitute conclusive evidence of their approval of any
such completions, omissions, insertions and changes; provided, however, that the Supply Agreement
shall not be for a term longer than 31 years, shall provide for a natural gas purchase obligation not to
exceed 1000 MMBtu per day, and shall provide for a minimum projected discount, taking monthly and
projected annual savings into account (the “Available Discount,” as defined in the Supply Agreement), of
(a) 30 cents per MMBtu for the Initial Rate Period, (b) 20 cents per MMBtu for the first Reset Period, and
(c) thereafter an amount that would ensure the Available Discount (as defined in the Supply Agreement)
realized from the Initial Reset Period through the end of such Reset Period (as defined in the Supply
Agreement) to be an average of no less than 25 cents per MMBLtu, in each case before the application of
the Project Administration Fee assessed by SGS pursuant to the terms of the Supply Agreement.

3. The Mayor, Council President and the Superintendent of the Participant, or any of them
(the “Authorized Officer”), is authorized to execute the Supply Agreement and the City Clerk (the
“Attesting Officer”) is authorized to attest to such execution.

4, The issuance of Bonds by SGS for the purposes hereinabove set forth is hereby
acknowledged by the Governing Body, and the Governing Body hereby consents to (a) the assignment
and pledge of all SGS’s right, title and interest under the Supply Agreement, including the right to
receive performance by Participant of its obligations thereunder, to secure the payment of principal of
and interest on the Bonds, and (b) the sale by SGS of receivables due from the Participant when
necessary to provide revenues sufficient to enable SGS to pay the debt service on the Bonds when due,
all as provided in the Supply Agreement..

5. The Bonds are not obligations of Participant but are limited obligations of SGS payable

solely from the revenues and receipts arising from the sale of gas to the Project Participants and others
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pursuant to the Supply Agreement and to similar agreements with the other Project Participants. By
acknowledging the issuance of the Bonds and consenting to the assignment of the Supply Agreement
and the sale or receivables by SGS, Participant is not incurring any obligation or liability with respect to
the Bonds, and Participant’s obligation pursuant to this Resolution is to purchase natural gas and
perform its obligations as set forth in the Supply Agreement.

6. The officers, employees and designated representatives of Participant are hereby
authorized and directed to provide such financial and operating information with respect to Participant
and its utility system/gas supply program, including annual financial statements, as SGS may reasonably
request for use in SGS’s offering documents and annual continuing disclosure filings for the Bonds.

7. All acts and doings of the officers, employees or designated representatives of
Participant which are in conformity with the purposes and intent of this Resolution and in furtherance of
the execution, delivery and performance of the Supply Agreement, and in furtherance of the issuance
and sale of the Bonds, shall be and the same hereby are in all respects approved and confirmed.

8. If any section, paragraph or provision of this Resolution shall be held to be invalid or
unenforceable for any reason, the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph or provision
shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this resolution.

9. All other resolutions or orders, or parts thereof, in conflict with the provisions of this
Resolution, are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed. This Resolution shall be in immediate
effect upon and after its adoption. If the Bonds have not been issued by December 31, 2018, this
Resolution shall no longer be effective.
